Reporting of Issues
While actively testing, State testers are asked to report issues on a daily basis to FMIS-5-Support(for EDS) and CurrentBillSupport(for Current Bill) or the FMIS 5 defect tracker at the following link (Division testers).

General Instructions
1. The scope of your testing should be limited to Projects - Electronic Data Sharing, and Current Bill functions. Reporting and Fund control functions are not available. 
2. Use FMIS 5 to perform the same functions that you use in RASPS or production FMIS. Simulate doing your day-to-day work using FMIS 5. 
3. Use the same methods that are normally followed at your location. If you upload Current Bills using the RASPS upload screen, then use the Current Bill upload screen in FMIS 5 to do the same thing.  
4. If you are an EDS State, and you are ready to test your EDS functions, then upload your test projects using your EDS software. 
5. The Current Bill and EDS Instructions tables below describe various test situations that should be included in your testing.  
a. As you perform your tests, please fill in the “Bill ID”, “Project Number” and “Outcome” columns per the embedded instructions. 
b. If you encounter issues during your tests, please report them on a daily basis to support e-mail mentioned above (State testers) or the FMIS 5 Defect Tracker (Division users).
