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FMIS 5.0 User Acceptance Testing Guidance for State Testers
Updated as of July 23, 2014

This document is intended to provide guidance for the FMIS 5.0 User Acceptance Testing (UAT) community.  It describes how to access the test environment, what application modules are available to test, how to report and update issues as well as what supporting documents are provided for reference.

How Do I Access the FMIS 5.0 Test Environment?
FMIS 5.0 User Acceptance Testing will be conducted in the FMIS 5.0 Test Environment.
All User Acceptance Testers from the Office of the CFO have been granted access.

Steps to Gain Access to FMIS 5.0 Test Environment:

1. The environment can be accessed via State Users ORC credentials just as one would for production access.

2. Once in UPACS Click on “Other Systems:”
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3. Once in “Other Systems” Click on FMIS5T Fiscal Management Information System 5.0 – Test:
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Note: Your User ID may not list as many Applications within Other Systems.  This is normal.


4. You are now in the FMIS 5.0 Test Environment:
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What Modules and Functionality are Available for UAT?
The following FMIS 5.0 Modules and Functionality Released are ready for UAT:	
Current Bill Module
Upload 
State and Division Approval 
Toolbar Reports

Managing Projects

Is there Additional Guidance Available for Us to Develop Test Plans?
Developer Test Plans for Current Bill will be made available to the testers via the FUNI website.

These plans should serve as the basis for creating End User specific testing scenarios.

A Known Issues and Affected User Scenarios Document will be made available to the users via the FUNI website.

This document lists issues known to exist by the FMIS development team at this time.  It should be referenced during UAT to maximize efficiency in testing by avoiding functionality defects that are already being fixed.  The FMIS development team will release updated versions of this document as they become available.  

How Do I Report Issues During Testing?

Testers can report issues to be added to the Defect Tracking System by creating a New Issue Record in the Defect Tracking Spreadsheet provided to each authorized test user.  
For issues or questions regarding EDS and Projects modules, the completed spreadsheet should be emailed once daily to FMIS-5-Support@dot.gov when there are new issues to report.
For issues or questions regarding the Current Bill module, the completed spreadsheet should be emailed once daily to CurrentBillSupport@dot.gov when there are new issues to report.

Testers should enter all defects into the spreadsheet as they find them. 

Screenshots or other supporting documentation can be emailed along with the completed spreadsheet as this would really help the development team be able to reproduce the issue and work on fixing the issue. 

What Should I Expect After I Report an Issue?
After Issues have been submitted the system will send an Alert to the FMIS Development team.  The team will review and consolidate defects that may be entered by multiple users.  Submissions will be classified as:
· Defect
· Change Request
· User Error
· Requirement Ambiguity

Submissions will be prioritized and addressed in order of priority as directed by the government Project Manager.  Defects preventing functionality as prescribed in original requirements will be addressed first.  
Any direct communications regarding defects should be communicated via email to and from: 
FMIS-5-Support@dot.gov (for EDS & Projects modules) and CurrentBillSupport@dot.gov (for Current Bill module). Please use the Subject: FMIS 5.0 UAT.
Return correspondence from the FMIS development team will be directed back to the tester from the above-mentioned email addresses.  The FMIS development team will communicate with the tester to clarify defects as well as following up on defect resolution and re-testing by the user(s) who reported the defect.  No defects will be considered resolved until they have been approved by the Tester.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Development team is planning on weekend fix releases throughout the User Acceptance Test. Some of these releases could involve database refresh and when a database refresh happens it will result in the deletion of any test data that the users might have created over the prior week. 

What Supporting Documentation is available to assist with UAT?
The following supporting documents will be provided to assist with User Acceptance Testing:
· FMIS 50 Current Bill Test Plan
· FMIS 50 Known Issues List
· FMIS 50 Defect Tracking Spreadsheet

The FMIS development team will release updated versions of these documents as they become available.
