1. Reports developed in Business Objects will be pre-defined. The Business Objects tool will guide the user to provide parameters, and the report will appear after the user selects parameters. Business Objects allows users to export output to Excel
2. Standard reports will be very similar to FMIS 4 reports: 
a. The user will run the report using a pre-defined screen or toolbar button to run the report
b. Reports that are run using a toolbar button will appear immediately
c. Users will go to a Reports Status screen to view the output of longer-running reports
d. If a report is pre-published in FMIS 4, it will be pre-published in FMIS 5
