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Purpose
The purpose of this document is to aid the States and Divisions in testing focused areas of the Projects Area module of the modernized FMIS 5.0 System. 
Reporting of Issues
If you encounter issues or inquiries as part of your testing, please attach any screen shots that documents failed tests and submit them to the to FMIS-5-Support@dot.gov email box as issues are encountered.  
General Instructions
1. Perform your testing using the FMIS5-T link in UPACS.
2. Use FMIS 5 to perform the same functions that you use in production FMIS. Simulate doing your day-to-day work using FMIS 5. 
3. Use the same methods that are normally followed at your location. For example, if you normally approve projects using block signature, then use block signature when you sign in FMIS 5, etc.
4. If you are an EDS upload State, you should upload project data through EDS to perform the Project Tests below just as you would in production. 
5. The Project Area table below describes minimum test situations that should be included in your testing.  You should perform testing above and beyond the tests below, to assure that all situations that you expect to encounter when FMIS 5 goes live are covered.
