Overview of RASPS Application Changes
Effective 03/31/2009, RASPS changes will be implemented so that Demo expenditures processed by RASPS can continue to be linked to a specific Demo ID within the corresponding FMIS project. The RASPS change is necessary because a change is being made to FMIS so that states will be able to obligate funds to multiple Demo Ids within the same Program Code on a single project. In instances where this occurs, it becomes necessary to include Demo ID on the RASPS batch detail, so that expenditures can be recorded against the proper Demo ID within the FMIS project. 

Under the current payment scenario, each FMIS project may have only a single Demo ID. RASPS detail expenditures are qualified by state, program code, and FMIS project number. Since each FMIS project can have only one Demo ID, it’s not necessary to include Demo ID on RASPS detail transactions in order to determine the Demo ID.

Impact to State Customers
A State customer will be impacted only if the state chooses to obligate funds to multiple Demo Ids within the same Program Code on a single FMIS project. In this situation, it becomes necessary for the state to include the Demo ID on any RASPS detail line that is associated with that program code and project. 
A state that does not obligate funds to multiple Demo Ids within the same program code and project, does not need to make changes of any kind to its RASPS payment files. RASPS will uniquely identify the Demo ID for the expenditures using only the State, project number, and program code. In addition, Demo ID is positioned on a previously unused space on the RASPS detail record, which eliminates the need for state to shift data on the file. Each state will be able to adopt multiple Demo IDs per FMIS project based on its own timetable. There are no mandatory RASPS payment file changes required by 03/31/2009.
RASPS Business Rule Changes

The following business rule changes are applicable to the flat file being sent from the state. Please refer to the “File Format Changes” section of this document to view the location of Demo ID on the state supplied flat file:
1. Demo ID is required On RASPS details where all of the following are true: 

· Program Code is listed as a Demo type in FMIS

· The FMIS project to be updated has many project detail lines that share the program code

· Project detail lines sharing the program code are associated with more than one Demo ID. This situation is currently not possible in FMIS.  This multi-demo ID scenario forces expenditures to be qualified with Demo ID. 

Project Header Screen 1 below depicts a FMIS project and program code where the state must supply Demo ID on RASPS detail lines. 

2. RASPS will mark every record where Demo ID is required and is missing as a ‘FMIS error’ – This situation occurs when all conditions in item 1 above are true and the state did not transmit demo Id for a batch detail. 

3. RASPS will mark every record where Demo ID is not found as a ‘FMIS error’ – If a RASPS detail line has a Demo program code,  then state, project number, program code, and Demo ID from the RASPS detail line must be found on a project.  

4. Demo ID is allowed On RASPS detail lines – Anytime Program Code is listed as a Demo type in FMIS.

5. Demo ID is ignored On RASPS detail lines – Anytime Program Code is not listed as a Demo type in FMIS.

6. RASPS will continue to accept files in the “old” format – RASPS will continue to accept files that do not contain Demo ID on the batch detail line. States can continue to use RASPS without making any changes to their existing software, provided that they do not obligate funds in the manner described in item 1 above.

Project Header Screen 2 below depicts a FMIS project and program code where the state does not need to supply Demo ID on RASPS detail lines. 

 Project Header Screen 1 – The State must supply Demo ID on RASPS detail lines for Program Code H170 for this project. This is because the two detail lines for H170 refer to different Demo IDs (AL067, and AL088).
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Project Header Screen 2 – The State does not need to supply Demo ID on RASPS detail lines for Program Code 3660 for this project. All three detail lines within 3660 refer to a single Demo ID (DC007).
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File Format Changes:

The format of data sent to RASPS by the states needs to be changed to allow Demo ID to be sent on the batch detail line at the discretion of the State.

Screen Changes:

The following state user capabilities have been added to the RASPS screens to support multiple Demo Ids per project:

1. Supply missing Demo ID – The state user can correct a FMIS error where Demo ID is missing on the RASPS detail line by supplying a Demo ID. The Demo ID supplied must already exist on the corresponding FMIS project and program code.
2. Correct Demo ID not found - The state user can correct a FMIS error where Demo ID from the RASPS detail line does not exist on the corresponding FMIS project and program code. The user will be able to correct Demo ID by supplying a Demo ID that already exists for the corresponding FMIS project and program code.
3. Include Demo ID on a new RASPS detail line - The state user can supply a Demo ID when adding a Batch detail line for a Demo program code.  
4. Change Demo ID on an existing RASPS detail line - The state user can change Demo ID. The revised Demo ID must already exist on the corresponding FMIS project and program code.
5. View Demo ID – A Demo ID column has been added to RASPS screens which show batch detail lines.
The screens impacted by the above capabilities include the ‘Batch Corrections’, ‘Add Project’, ‘Batch Adjustments’, ‘Add Detail Record’, and ‘Batch Review – Program Code Detail’  screens, which are depicted on the following pages. 
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Batch Correction Screen
The batch correction function of RASPS must be changed to allow users to add Demo ID to batch detail lines where it is not present, but is required. In addition, users will need the capability to change Demo ID. This screen is available only for state users and is accessed by clicking on the highlighted project number from the ‘FMIS Errors’ screen.

This screen will have an additional column for Demo ID displayed right after the ‘PRGM CODE’ column. The screen will allow the user to add or change Demo ID for any detail line having a Demo program code. 
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Add Project Screen

Whenever a new detail record needs to be added to the RASPS batch, the screen above (Add Project Record screen) is used. This screen is brought up by clicking on the ‘Add’ button on the ‘Batch Correction’ screen. Demo ID has been added to this screen to require entry and validation in cases where the new detail line refers to a demo program code.
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Batch Adjustment Screen

State users will also have the capability to add or change Demo ID from the Batch Adjustment Screen. This screen is accessed by clicking on the ‘Adjustments’ button on the ‘Batch Approval’ screen and is accessible only for the state user. This capability will be provided through the above screen where a state user has the ability to make adjustments to the details of a batch before approving it.
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Add Detail Record Pop-up

This pop-up screen is accessed from the Batch Adjustment screen by clicking on the ‘Add’ button. Whenever a new detail record needs to be added to the RASPS batch via the Batch Adjustment screen during the batch approval process, the screen above (Add Detail Record) is used. Demo ID has been added to this screen to require entry and validation in cases where the new detail line refers to a demo program code.
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Batch Review – Program Code Detail

This screen is accessed when “Program Detail” button is clicked on Batch Approval information screen for selected batch id. On this screen a new column DEMO ID shall be added next to Program Code which is used for display purpose.
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Report Changes

This report is accessed by clicking Print button on Program Detail screen.

Program code Detail listing report shall be modified to add Demo ID column next to program code
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
