Performance measures: Rolling averages for fatal and SI rates are taken as the average of fatal or SI rates for 5 individual years.

3. Vehicle at fault (Vehicle 1) has any of the following contributing circumstances: Failed to obey traffic signal, failed to yield right of way, following too closely, improper lane change, improper passing, or unsafe speed.
4. Vehicle at fault (Vehicle 1) has any of the following contributing circumstances: Failed to obey traffic signal, failed to yield right of way, following too closely, improper lane change, improper passing, or unsafe speed, IN ADDITION to driver inattention.
5. Drivers aged 16-20
6. All crashes with alcohol involved
7. All victims of crash type pedestrian, pedalcyclist, or railcar-vehicle
8. Drivers aged 65+
HSIP Sub-program Types: Left Turn and Right Angle no longer programs in 2015 (combined with the intersection program)
Fatal and SI’s counts are BODIES, both sourced from P4S. Counts are 5 year averages, rates are the average of rates for individual years over a 5 year period.
Local Safety subprogram rates are calculated against VMTs for Local and Municipal jurisdiction roads. All other subprograms use statewide VMTs.
Jurisdiction VMTS for years prior to 2013 are unavailable at this time, and approximate calculations for those years are used for 5 year averages. Additional years will be added as they become available. All other subprograms use 5 years of statewide VMT data.
HSIP Sub-program Types: Fatal and SI’s counts are bodies, both sourced from P4S. Counts are 5 year averages, rates are the average of rates for individual years over a 5 year period.
